INTRODUCTION

Volume One of this work covers available registers for churches in 

the southern portion of the county, below a line drawn from a point 

just below the city of York through a point just north of Hanover 

(roughly south of the old Monocacy Road).  In this volume are births, 

marriages and deaths for the following churches: Friedensaal (White); 

St. Peter's (Yellow) Reformed; St. Jacob's (Stone) Union;  Lischy's 

(St. Peter's); Steltz Union (Bethlehem); Emanuel Reformed in Hanover; 

St. Paul's (Ziegler's) Lutheran; Fissel's (Jerusalem) Union; Saddler's 

(St. John's) Lutheran; Sherman's (St. David's) Union; St. Matthew's 

Lutheran; Stehli's (St. Luke's) Union; Guinston (Muddy Creek) 

Presbyterian.

Volume Two covers the vital records of the following churches of the 

city of York: First Moravian; First Reformed and Trinity First 

Reformed Church; St. John's Episcopal; Christ Evangelical Lutheran; 

York Monthly Meeting (Quaker); and the private records of Reverend 

Goering and Reverend Thomas Barton.

Volume Three contains births, marriages and deaths of the following 

churches:  Kreutz Creek Lutheran and Reformed; Blymir's Union; 

Warrington Monthly Meeting (Quaker); Strayer's Reformed and Lutheran; 

Canadochly Union; Wolf's Reformed; Quickel's Lutheran and Reformed - 

Plus private journals of John Casper Stoever, Jacob Lischy, John 

Cuthbertson and Robert Cathcart.

USING THE RECORDS

All births through 31 December 1800 were copied, regardless of the 

date of the baptism.  The order of the records usually reflects the 

order of the "original" from which the transcriber worked.  If the 

date of the baptism was not recorded one can guess that the event 

might have occurred sometime between the baptisms appearing before and 

after the given entry.

In using the records of this book it helps to realize the condition 

in which the transcriber found the records, difficulties in reading 

the handwriting, peculiarities in translating German and Latin to 

English and other factors.  In addition some confusion arose in 

transcriptions as to which of the names referred to the sponsors (god 

parents in the case of baptisms) and which of the names referred to 

the parents.  These types of errors were created when some of the 

ministers changed the order of recording sponsors and parents.  In 

comparing the transcriptions we found few variances.  We have 

annotated some of the entries to show these differences.

In most instances the spelling of personal names was retained in the 

translations.  In attempting to find a name one must consider that 

inconsistent variations in the spelling of German names were 

introduced by persons attempting to Anglicize them.  The following 

letters were used interchangeably: B and P; C, G and K; D and T; F and 

V; V and W; and, J and Y.  Care should be given in searching for names 

beginning with the letter H in these records; persons with such names 

as Hamspacher later dropped the H.  The old English "s" is oft times 

confused for "f."  Further variations arose from the recording of 

English and German names by Irishmen and vice-versa.  Note that "X" 

was sometimes used as shorthand for "Christ" in such names as 

Christofer, Christian, Christina, etc.

In the index we have avoided abbreviations of given names as much as 

possible, adapting to spellings commonly used in the records 

themselves whenever possible.  For instance, Elis. has been expanded 

to Elizabeth in the index, Jac. to Jacob, etc.  Common spellings of 

given (Christian) names have been used.  For example, Elizabeth, 

Elisabeth, Elis., are all carried as Elizabeth in the index.  

Abbreviations were maintained in the index when there was uncertainty.  

The feminine German endings,

-in and -en, were generally dropped in the index; hence Shaefferin 

appears in the index as Shaeffer.  Spellings of the 

translator/transcriber were maintained including umlauts; however the 

umlaut was not retained in the index.

In this introduction, sources are identified to repository followed 

by the reference designation given by that repository.  "Micro" is 

used here to indicate microfilm at the Historical Society of York 

County and the Philip Schaff Library; "XCh/" is used by the Historical 

Society of Pennsylvania to designate microfilm copies.  The 

repositories named are the following:

LUTHERAN AND GERMAN REFORMED

Most of the early settlers of York County were Germans, chiefly 

Lutheran and Reformed.  They were concentrated in the region on both 

sides of the Monocacy Road.  Over half of the Lutheran and Reformed 

Congregations worshipped in the same buildings; these were called 

union churches.  Sometimes their records were combined.

FRIEDENSAAL (WHITE) CHURCH, also called Schuster's Church, in 

Springfield Township.  According to Charles H. Glatfelter, the 

Lutheran congregation dates from the 1750s and the Reformed probably 

from the 1760s.1  Glatfelter notes that although the church land was 

owned solely by the Lutherans, there were early baptisms of German 

Reformed families in the registers at Schuster's, and "the handwriting 

of Jacob Lischy [ Reformed minister ] is evident in 1768-1770."  The 

construction of a second church about one-half mile southeast of the 

first church intended as a Union Church brought a divisiveness that 

was eventually settled with the Reformed congregation buying out the 

Lutheran interest in the property in 1847-48.  In the nineteenth 

century, the Lutheran church became known as Friedensaal or the White 

Church, while the Reformed Church continued to be called Schuster's or 

the Yellow Church.2

Springfield Township.  See above regarding its association with 

Friedensaal Church.

ST. JACOB'S (STONE) UNION CHURCH, also called Jacob's Church, near 

Brodbecks, Codorus Township.  Dr. Glatfelter dates the congregation 

from about 1756.3  A log church was dedicated in 1761.  This structure 

was replaced by a stone building in 1789 from which its name "The 

Stone Church" takes its name.  The information on the early Reformed 

ministers is not available.  The earliest known minister serving the 

Lutheran congregation was Rev. Frederick V. Melsheimer (1790-1814).

The records were compiled by Rev. Paul D. Yoder, D. D. in 1936.4  In 

making comparisons with Young's version, discrepancies were noted and 

most instances corrected by referring back to the microfilm of the 

original.  Most of the errors appeared to be typographical.

LISCHY'S (ST. PETER'S) REFORMED CHURCH, near Spring Grove, North 

Codorus Township.  Charles H. Glatfelter states, "There is evidence 

the Reformed congregation in some form or another may have come into 

existence in the later 1740s.  The Lutheran congregation was organized 

a generation or two after that."5  The early ministers were Jacob 

Lischy, ca. 1760-1769; Charles L. Boehme, 1775-79; John Christopher 

Gobrecht, 1780-1806.

Lutheran Congregation at LISCHY'S CHURCH.  There are no known 

Lutheran registers in existence for this church in the 18th century.  

A typescript at the Historical Society of York County, U4, is titled, 

"Some Records of the Lutheran Congregation Worshipping at Lischy's 

Church, North Codorus Township ... 1798-1863," edited in 1935 by Henry 

James Young from the original in the possession of Titus S. Welsh, 

Esq.  It contains baptisms beginning in 1851.

STELTZ UNION (BETHLEHEM) CHURCH, New Freedom, Codorus Township.  In 

February 1794, Christopher Ring, Philip Steltz, Jacob Zeigler, Jacob 

Barg, Andrew Kay, George Ruhl, John Sour, William Rogers, Philip 

Steltz, Jr., Henry Kauffman, Henry Henig and Peter Henig, signed an 

agreement for the founding of a Union congregation.  A church building 

was erected circa 1801.6

EMANUEL'S (EMMANUEL) REFORMED CHURCH, Hanover.  The Reformed, living 

in the eastern end of the Conewago settlement, of which Hanover 

(originally called McAllistertown) was the first town, built a church 

1765-1766.7  Pastors included Jacob Lischy (1765-1769), Christopher 

Faber (1770-1775), Charles Boehme (1775-1779), and Christopher 

Gobrecht (1780-1806).

ST. PAUL'S (ZIEGLER'S) UNION CHURCH, North Codorus Township.  The 

Lutheran congregation was begun in 1771.  Pastors included Charles 

Wildbahn (1771-1782), Daniel Schroeter (1782-1789) and Frederick 

Melsheimer (1789-1814).8

FISSEL'S (JERUSALEM) UNION CHURCH, near Shrewsbury.  According to 

Glatfelter, these congregations were organized in 1771, drawing 

largely from Schuster's and Jacob's churches.9

These records are found at the Historical Society of York County and 

are arranged in alphabetical order.  In the foreword John D. 

Kilbourne, Director, states, "The Register, consisting of three 

volumes, of which the following is a partial translation, was borrowed 

by the Historical Society of York County in 1942, for purposes of 

microfilming.  At the time this was done, there was no opportunity for 

translating and/or transcribing the entries, and the Registers were 

immediately returned to their custodians.

"In 1957 it became apparent that the valuable materials contained in 

the Registers should, in some way, be made available to interested 

researchers, and efforts were made to locate the original volumes, 

that they might be trans-lated.  These efforts were not successful, 

and at the time of writing (August 1957) the originals are still 

unaccounted for.

"The translating of the baptismal entries that follow was, perforce, 

then done from the microfilm copy remaining in the possession of the 

Society.  Inasmuch as the original record was in a difficult script, 

with water and ink-damaged portions, entries were sometimes 

supposititious, and, again, impossible to decipher.  It is therefore 

recognized that errors have necessarily occurred in this translation.  

Uncertain translations, positively recognized as such, have been 

indicated.  None of the Communion or Confirmation Lists was 

translated."

SADDLER'S (ST. JOHN'S) LUTHERAN CHURCH, Stewartstown, Hopewell 

Township.  The congregations began ca. 1789; the register began in 

1792.10

SHERMAN'S (DAVID'S, ST. DAVID'S) UNION CHURCH, West Manheim Township.  

Dr. Glatfelter states that these congregations date from the early 

1750s.  Lutheran pastors included Philip Streiter, George Bager (1753-

1763), Charles Wildbahn (1763-1767), Lucas Raus (1768-1769), possibly 

George Bager again, Daniel Schroeter (1782-1789), and Frederick 

Melsheimer (1789-1814).  Reformed pastors included Jacob Lischy (1753-

1769), Christopher Faber (1770-1776), Charles Boehme (1776-1779), 

Christopher Gobrecht (1784-1790), and probably John Ernest (1790-

1804).

The earlier register appears to have been lost but Dr. Charles T. 

Zahn discovered a copy in the Zacharias Collection at the Reformed 

Seminary in Lancaster.  The translation had been done by Rev. Merle 

deFere Zacharias, son of Rev. Daniel Zacharias.  Zahn's comments on 

this translation have been considered in this publication, and 

abbreviated remarks made in brackets.  In analyzing Zacharias's 

translation Dr. Zahn conferred with Pastor Frederick S. Weiser.  A 

complete discussion of the Zacharias translation was included in "Der 

Reggelboge" (Quarterly of the Pennsylvania German Society), Vol. 11, 

No. 2.

The latter portion of these records, 1763-1870, was translated by 

Henry J. Young in 1934.  In commenting on his translation in 1935 Mr. 

Young stated, "... I obtained the two original registers for 

translation about a year ago.  Of these, the Reformed register is the 

older, and was used for the records of both congregations until 1783, 

when the Lutherans gave up this system and bought a new book for their 

own accurate use, leaving the old one in the hands of the Reformed 

minister. ..."  The second register, that of the Lutheran 

congregation, begins at the top of page 171 of this publication.

ST. MATTHEW'S LUTHERAN CHURCH, Hanover.  The congregation was 

established in the eastern part of the Conewago settlement in the 

early 1740s.11  Casper Stoever had made visits to this area during the 

period, 1735-1743, and had performed a large number of baptisms.   

Rev. David Candler was founder of the first St. Matthew's Lutheran 

Church in 1743; he died the following year.  This was the first 

Lutheran Church building west of the Susquehanna.  In 1756 the 

congregation, during the time of Rev. John Bager, built the second 

house of worship, one mile east of Hanover, on the south side of the 

Carlisle Turnpike.

Following were the ministers of St. Matthew's Lutheran Church:  David 

Candler (1738-1744), Lars Nyberg (1744-1746), Carl Rudolph (1746-

1747), Valentine Kraft (1747-1748), John Helfrich Schaum (1748-1752), 

John George Bager (1754-1763 and 1777-1782), John Frederick Wildbahn 

(1765-1777), Daniel Schroeter (1782-1790), Frederick Valentine 

Melsheimer (1790-1814).12

The title Leaf of the Register reads, "After the death of Rev. 

Candler the inspection of the Conewago congregations was transferred 

to Rev. Mr. Nyberg, city preacher in Lancaster who promises to call 

another minister Anno 1744.  Church Wardens: Peter Shultz, Andrew 

Herger, Michael Carl, Geo. Sponseiler."

STEHLI'S (STEHLEY'S, STALEY'S, now ST. LUKE'S) UNION CHURCH, 

Chanceford Township.13  These congregations were organized in 1772 and 

the union register was begun in 1773.  Lutheran pastors included Lucas 

Raus (1773-1788), Timothy Kuehl (1789), Carl Danapfel (1790-1791) and 

Augustus Ritz (1792-1794).14

The first pastor was Lucas Raus, born October 18, 1723.  In 1749 he 

arrived in Philadelphia.  In 1758 he was called from Goschehoppe to 

Yorktown.15

FIRST REFORMED AND TRINITY FIRST REFORMED CHURCH, City of York.  The 

Reformed Congregation applied for a town lot in 1743 and built its 

church.  In 1744 Jacob Lischy described it as a "congregation of at 

least 3000 souls."  The records begin in 1745.

CHRIST EVANGELICAL LUTHERAN CHURCH, City of York.  The claim of 1733 

as the year of its founding is based on a register which Casper 

Stoever recorded baptisms of which the earliest was 1733.  Dr. 

Glatfelter makes the point that "all but one or two of the more than 

one hundred baptisms performed through June 29, 1740 which Stoever 

entered into the Yorktown registers he also entered - and most 

certainly previously - into the Lancaster register.  Almost all of the 

baptisms performed between September 1740 and October 1741 which 

Stoever entered into the Yorktown register he also entered - again, 

surely previously - into his private register."16 The entries in the 

Yorktown register prior to December 16, 1741 appear to have been 

entered at the same time, according to Dr. Glatfelter.  This evidence 

clearly suggested that Stoever regarded the Lutherans in the Yorktown 

area as part of the Lancaster congregation until circa 1741.  [ For 

more on Stoever see page xviii. ]

PASTORAL RECORDS OF REV. JACOB GOERING FOR YORK PENNSYLVANIA AND IN 

THE VICINITY OF HAGERSTOWN, MD.  Jacob Goering was a Lutheran 

minister, born in Chanceford Township, in 1755; he died in 1807.  He 

was ordained in 1776.  This collection represents only a portion of 

his work in York, just the baptisms performed 1788-1789.  That portion 

of his work while at Hagerstown, Maryland (1791-1792) has been omitted 

from our excerpts.

KREUTZ CREEK Lutheran and Reformed Congregations, Hellam Township.  

Dr. Glatfelter estimates that the Lutheran and Reformed congregations 

were at Kreutz Creek by the mid 1740s or earlier.  By 1746 a union 

church had been built.  The Reformed register was begun by William 

Otterbein in 1757.  The Lutheran register was begun by Lucas Raus in 

1764; he entered seven baptisms performed during the preceding eight 

years.  The early Lutheran pastors included Samuel Schwerdtfeger 

(1755-1758), and Jacob Goering.  The early Reformed ministers included 

Jacob Lischy (1745-1757), Conrad Wirtz (1762-1763), William Otterbein 

(1765-1771), Daniel Wagner (1771-1786), George Troldenier (1786-1789), 

Philip Stock (1790-1792) and Daniel Wagner (1793-1802).17

BLYMIRE'S (ST. JOHN'S) UNION CHURCH, York Township, near Dallastown.  

Dr. Glatfelter notes that the earliest evidence of an organized 

congregation is the register begun on March 19, 1767 by George Bager 

(Lutheran) and William Otterbein (Reformed), the pastors in 

Yorktown.18  Other spellings: Blymir, Bleymeyer, Blymyer and Bleimeir.

STRAYER'S (SALEM) REFORMED AND LUTHERAN CHURCH, Dover Township.  In 

1757 an agreement was pledged to build a union church.  Dr. Glatfelter 

says, "Lucas Raus began a register for the Lutheran Congregation in 

1762.  Jacob Lischy began one for the Reformed in 1764, entering into 

it baptisms which he had performed for their members as far back as 

1745."19  George Spaar and Peter Streher were first elders.  Hans Adam

RECORDS OF REVEREND JOHN CASPER STOEVER.  He was a Lutheran preacher, 

born 1707 in Berg, Lower Palatinate, son of John Casper Stoever the 

elder.  He arrived in Philadelphia in 1728 and was ordained in 1733, 

having begun his ministry years earlier. From 1733 until 1742 he was 

the only German Lutheran pastor in Pennsylvania.  In 1735 he moved 

into the Conestoga settlement of Lancaster County and that year was 

carrying his ministry into that area now known as York County.  He 

died in 1779.  The portion of his records in this book represents only 

those baptisms and marriages performed in York County, from "Records
